The Regional District owns and operates three (3) Regional Landfills and five (5) Community Sewage
Systems within the boundaries of the Regional District. They are the Foothills Boulevard Regional Landfill
in Prince George, the Mackenzie Regional Landfill in Mackenzie, and the Legrand Demolition and
Construction Waste Landfill in the Robson Valley. The five (5) Community Sewage Systems are located at
Summit Lake north of Prince George, West Lake to the south west of Prince George and three smaller
Community Sewage Systems, Tabor Lake, Bendixon and Buckhorn, located east and to the south east of
Prince George respectively.

Aerial Surveys are carried out to determine, with high accuracy, current ground elevations to determine in
the case of landfills, the change in ground elevations from the previous aerial survey in order to determine
exact volumes and location of materials placed within the time interval between surveys. With the
Community Sewage Systems, Aerial Surveys are used to determine, with high accuracy, ground elevations
in relation to the slopes, grades and any potential settlement.

4. PURPOSE

The purpose of this project is to conduct Aerial Surveys at two regional landfills with the option of providing
aerial surveys at one (1) additional landfill and up to five (5) community sewage systems at the discretion
of the Regional District.
